The two gates are unlocked at 8:45 am and the children are welcomed into
School.
The children are expected to walk into school in a quiet fashion.

Absence:

Setting good attendance patterns from an early age is essential. Regular
attendance is dependent on good relationships between home and school. At
Croughton All Saints we expect all our parents and pupils to have the proper
respect for education and those who deliver it. We expect parents to work in
partnership with our school to ensure that pupils do not miss their full
entitlement and jeopardise their learning.

We are required by the Department for Education and Skills to keep statistics
on the reason for every single absence. In the case of medical and dental
appointments parents are asked to make every effort to avoid making these
during school time. Where this is unavoidable, parents must seek prior
permission and may be asked to produce an appointment card.

The Government has urged parents to avoid taking their children on holiday
during term time, after new research showed that more than 5.4 million school
days were lost due to holidays during the Autumn 2006 and Spring 2007
terms.

DCSF guidance to schools states that any absence should not be an
automatic right for parents and that Headteachers should consider how
seriously any absence would affect the child’s educational progress in their
decision.

Parents should apply to the Headteacher in writing well in advance (at least
four weeks notice) when seeking an authorised absence. The Headteacher
will respond via letter. Individual cases will be judged on their merits. The

DCFS guidelines clearly state that it is for the Headteacher to judge whether
an absence is authorised or not. A letter from home does not automatically
make an absence valid/justified/authorised. Authorisation can not be sought in
retrospect. Permission will not necessarily be granted. If the school does not
agree the absence and the pupil goes on holiday, the absence is
unauthorised. Where parents keep a child away longer than the period
agreed, the additional days are unauthorised.

When no reason is given, or a reason is considered unsatisfactory the
absence will be recorded as unauthorised. All unauthorised absences will be
reported to the Local Authority Children and Young People Service for
investigation.

Late Arrivals
At Croughton All Saints we believe being on time is also vital. Arriving late can
be very disruptive for both the child and other children in the class. All children
arriving after the school gates are closed at 9:00 am should report directly to
the school office to ensure accurate absent and late records are kept. KS1
children are then accompanied by the Bursar to their classroom. The
Headteacher will report repeated lateness to the Children and Young People
Service for investigation.

Illness
Parents are expected to notify the school before 9.30 am if a child is absent
through illness, on the first day of absence. This may be by letter, telephone
call or in person - the record of the latter will be entered on the daily absence
sheet. One attempt to phone parents of any children not accounted for, after
9.30 am will be made.

Medical and Dental Appointments
Parents are expected to make every effort for appointments to take place out
of school time. When this is unavoidable, parents must seek prior permission
from the Headteacher in writing. Parents will be asked to produce medical
evidence such as an appointment card. Absences can only be authorised by
the school. Parents are expected to restrict this time to a minimum, and we
expect the child to be returned to school as soon as possible that day.

Pastoral Care:

Each class teacher is responsible for the overall care and well-being of each
child in the class and is the first point of contact for parents with concerns or
matters they wish to discuss.
Urgent messages may be left in the School Office. The beginning of the
school day is a pressured time for staff and in order to give you more time,
staff would prefer to see you after school by appointment.

Child Protection:
We have two designated child protection officers at your disposal; the
Headteacher Mrs Rayner, and the Senior Manager, Mrs Goulder. We take
child protection very seriously and would deal with any disclosure tactfully and
professionally to ensure complete discretion and confidentiality.

Lunchtime:

Snacks:
We provide fruit or vegetables in Reception and Years 1 & 2 under the
National Fruit Scheme and expect children to continue to eat healthily in Key
Stage 2 by bringing in their own piece of fruit or portion of vegetable. Children
are able to access their water bottle throughout the day to ensure they stay
hydrated.

School council:

2009. Members on the council are voted in by the pupils for the pupils to
ensure their voice is heard.
